Release over the corkline or by
making a cut in the net

Hold fromtail and afin

TURTLES

Head first gently into the water

Hold by the shell

MANTA RAYS

Use stretcher bed
Hold far away to avoid tail

Release with brailer Release with canvas or cargo net

Return gently to sea

SHARKS - DO NOT

Hang from tail Hold from gills

MANTA RAYS - DO NOT

Carry by tail Pull from cephalic lobes

TURTLES - DO NOT

Handle roughtly ! - Y Place upside down Hold from flippers
